DISTRICT 43 MEETING MINUTES

· Another woman wanted to know if anyone would be interested in speaking to young adults about alcoholism.

SECRETARY:  Roll call.  Handed out last month’s meeting minutes. 
OFFICER AT LARGE:  Rod reported next district meeting will take place 9/8 at St. Andrews @7:15.  Will not announce October location until he is able to validate where it will be. He needs a contact for the Renovo and Mill Hall area. Terry suggested he talk with Brad. There is a possibility the Nov. meeting will take place in Milesburg. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Corrections & Institutions: Rick was not present. Scott talked to Rick who asked him to pass on that they have made success making contact with the Meadows and are working on a time and date. And to stay tuned. Lisa reported that the jail is going well. Different members are coming each week to do service. Women’s meeting still needs sponsors and this service is available.
