There are many
other meetings you can attend all weekend long, some very large, and held outdoors
under shelter or around a campfire. One of the most unusual is the Saturday 10am
discussion meeting held on top of Seneca Rock (Serenity Rock to us). This flat 300
million-year-old boulder provides a great view of the valley below and makes the
meeting very unique. On Sunday morning at 10am the Freedom Group hosts a " God
As | Understand Him" meeting at our campfire. '
